Engine Harness Chafing — N
Repair Procedure C00344-C14372
Issue:

Owners of some 2002 MY X-TYPE vehicles within the above VIN range may complain
of engine misfire or illumination of the Malfunction Indicator Lamps (MIL). These
conditions can be caused by the engine harness chafing on its mounting bracket
resulting in a short circuit to ground.

Action:

In case of a customer complaint of the above condition on a 2002 MY X-TYPE vehicle
within the above VIN range, follow the workshop procedure outlined below.

WORKSHOP PROCEDURE
1. Open drivers door.

2. Pump brake pedal to evacuate the brake booster vacuum.

3. Open hood fit fender protection covers.

4. Close drivers door.

5. Disconnect battery (see Workshop Manual, JTIS CD ROM section: 414-01, General

Procedures).

6. Remove throttle body. (See Workshop Manual, JTIS CD ROM, section: 303-04,
SRO 19.70.04)

7. Disconnect electrical connectors. (lllustration 1)

9. Fit suitable blanking plugs in vacuum hoses and intake manifold.

Fit suitable blanking plugs in vacuum hose and intake manifold.
Remove engine harness retaining bracket securing nuts.
Reposition engine harness-retaining bracket.

Working from right side of the vehicle, remove harness tape to expose wiring at the
end of the mounting bracket. (lllustration 6)

A Caution: Use great care not to damage the wiring.

Remove and discard the cable ties.
Inspect wiring harness for damage/chafing from the bracket.

Note: If the wiring is damaged, repair the wiring using the Harness
Repair Kit (418-S065).

Cut damaged wire at point of chafe.
Strip back outer casing from end of cut cables approximately 8 mm.

Insert one end of cut and stripped cable into butt splice connector from Harness
Repair Kit and crimp.

Note: Refer to harness repair guide for correct butt splice connector.

Slide heat shrink sleeve from Harness Repair Kit over butt splice connector.

Note: Refer to harness repair guide for correct heat shrink sleeve.

Insert remaining end of cut and stripped cable into opposing end of butt splice
connector and crimp.

Position heat shrink sleeve over butt splice connector.
Shrink sleeve using appropriate heat source.

A Caution: Use great care not to damage the wiring.

Note: Do not disturb the breakout node tape.

38. Inspect wiring harness for damage/chaffing from the mounting bracket.

Note: If the wiring harness is damaged, repair using the Harness
Repair Kit (418-S605) and the following method.
